Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 

It has been a full and busy month at The Creek!  Easter was wonderful!  The celebration continues as we remember 

the blessings of faith every day forever.  Personally, the family has been so very busy with so many activitiesðschool, 

church, sports, work, travel.  And, this has been a full and traumatic year for me in some special ways, too.  The news of 

cancer with the treatments and ñcureò (reports continue to be encouraging), and now the latest diagnosis of Post-Polio Syn-

drome (PPS) and subsequent and ongoing treatment means that my life style is changing.   

But, I was very deliberate in my choice of wordsðmy life is not changing, simply my way of living.  I still believe 

the Easter message of eternal life for those who live life with Jesus Christ as their Lord.  Oh, I am challenged in many ways, 

but my life in God continues in powerful and supportive ways.  Many of you have been part of that support, of course, yet 

the core belief that continues to redeem and sanctify me will continue to encourage and strengthen me in so many ways.  

And, if it is true for me, it is most certainly true for you! 

One of the things I learned in my latest experience is that I need to ñlistenò to my body.  I shared a letter with family 

and friends that I will have a hard time with that reality.  One of the phrases from Philippians that has always encouraged 

and inspired me is from 4:13:  ñFor I can do everything through Christ, who gives me strength.ò(NLT)  Other translations 

might use other nuances of the language, but this is a passage that has ñstrengthenedò me throughout my life with Christ.  I 

suppose the ñnewò reality of my physical limitations simply reinforces my resolve to be spiritually strong.  I hope and pray 

that you will, too! 

Another reality is that I continue to examine my life with Christ and as a pastor in His Church.  I believe that God 

continues to lead and guide me and you.  I am blessed by a wonderful staff and a great congregation called Walnut Creek.  I 

covet your prayers, but more than that, I want you to know that I am praying for youðevery one of you.  Paul wrote in 1 

Thessalonians 5:18& 19; ñBe thankful in all circumstances, for this is Godôs will for you who belong to Christ Jesus.  Do not 

stifle the Holy Spirit.ò  We will find ways to continue to grow in Christ, grow in faith, grow in service and grow in our 

discipleship. 

While this has been a very personal ñInside Storyò, I simply want you to know that I continue to be your pastor and 

help lead this congregation into greater ñthingsò for Christ.  I still look to the future with optimism and hope.  Letôs continue 

to bring more and more people into that blessed relationship with God that we find through Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit.
